INTERMEDIATE LEVEL EDUCATION

The Army announced implementation of Intermediate Level Education (ILE) on 4 February 2003.  ILE will replace the existing Command and General Staff Officers Course (CGSOC).  The current intermediate staff officer education policy affords resident education to only 50% of an Army Competitive Category (ACC) year group.  ILE is designed to provide 100% of ACC majors in designated year groups a quality, tailored resident education.  ILE attendance is linked to the Officer Personnel Management System (OPMS) III.  Reserve component and special branch officers will continue to be board selected for ILE attendance.  


ILE consists of a common core curriculum followed by the required career field training and specialized education or qualification course.  Full implementation is to start in August 05 with officer year group (YG) 94.  Operations (OPCF), Information Operations (IOCF), Institutional Support (ISCF), and Operational Support (OSCF) career field officers will receive training and education and the requisite skills necessary to execute assigned duties following selection to major and career field designation. 


The final CGSOC board for ACC officers is projected for 4thQ04; this board will select the final 20% of YG 93.  Efforts are being made to ensure all CGSOC board selected officers have the opportunity to attend the resident course at Ft. Leavenworth.  ILE attendance is an assignment action by HRC.  All officers in year groups 94 and beyond must complete ILE within a four-year window.  The first opportunity for YG 94 officers to attend is the AY 2004-2005 class which begins in August 04.  


The ILE common core curriculum will be delivered in residence at Ft. Leavenworth for OPCF officers, select reserve component (RC) officers, the traditional complement of sister service and international officers, and select functional area and special branch officers.  Generally, officers in the IOCF, ISCF, OSCF and special branches will receive the same common core ILE instruction at one of four designated course location (CL) sites staffed by faculty assigned to the Command and General Staff College at Ft. Leavenworth.  Some CGSOC board selected officers in IOCF, ISCF and OSCF will be afforded the opportunity to receive the ILE common core at one of the CL sites.  RC officers will still attend The Army School System (TASS) classrooms located in CONUS and overseas, or may take the common core via an Advanced Distributed Learning (ADL) course.   


Upon successful completion of the ILE common core at a CL site, officers are Intermediated Staff College (ISC) graduates and credentialed JPME I.  Officers attending ILE at Fort Leavenworth will be certified JPME I and ILE upon completion of the common core and AOWC.  All officers in YG 94 and subsequent year groups will be credentialed ILE after successful completion of the ILE common core and the respective career field/functional area qualification course.  Human Resources Command (HRC) will code officer records briefs (ORBs) accordingly.




The ILE common core is mandatory for all ACC officers starting with YG 94 and subsequent year groups.  As before, some officers will attend the intermediate level schooling of the other services.  However, ILE credentials will only be awarded to officers completing other service schools that are certified through the Process for Accreditation of Joint Education (PAJE).   Officers selected for attendance at other than the Army Intermediate Staff College must first attend the ILE common core at a CL site, TDY en route.  OPCF officers will receive qualification course credit upon completion of other than Army Intermediate Staff Colleges i.e., International or sister service schools, and will be credentialed ILE.  Other than OPCF officers may attend international and sister service schools, but must still attend their respective qualification courses to be credentialed ILE.


The initial ILE common core curriculum pilot occurred at Fort Leavenworth with 256 officers in the AY 02-03 CGSOC class participating.   These same 256 officers completed the initial pilot of the Advanced Operations and Warfighting Course (AOWC), the qualification course for OPCF officers.  The entire AY 03-04 CGSOC class will complete the second pilot of the ILE common core and AOWC curriculum in June 04; pilots will continue with AY 04-05 class.  Additional CL pilots are ongoing in FY04 and projected in FY05.  Priority of CL pilot attendance is for other than operations career field officers on the CGSOC backlog list. 


ILE provides the right education, in the right medium, to the right leader, at the right time and place.   This education will ensure all officers receive the training and education needed to be capable, confident, self-aware, and adaptive leaders for the current and future force.
