AMC's action officer course changes its name

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ALEXANDRIA, Va. – The U.S. Army Materiel Command’s Action Officer Course has become AMC Operations Course – “How AMC Runs.” 

Although well received by an overwhelming majority of its 211 students last year, many recommended that the course’s name change to better reflect the subject material and the variety of students attending the course. 

“This name is more appropriate for the vast array of information that our students are exposed to.  This course’s purpose is to orient our employees with as much information on how AMC operates as possible,” said Joyce Burwell, course program manager.

The course will not replace the “precommand orientation” that AMC offers to new commanders, although that was one of the original considerations for the course. “Gen. Coburn [AMC’s commanding general] still feels that new commanders need a chance to come to headquarters and meet the principal staff,” said Burwell.  New commanders are invited and encouraged to attend the AMC Operations Course – “How AMC Runs,” but it is not required.

In the five-day course, employees learn what AMC does and how it does it, in an intense, yet easy to understand classroom-style environment, said Burwell. The course is taught by instructors with the Army Force Management School and each instructor has years of experience in the subjects they teach and most have military backgrounds. 

The course focuses on AMC’s core competencies and includes the latest information on the Army Transformation; Total Army Analysis; the AMC and Army budget process; how AMC interfaces with Army headquarters, the Joint Staff, and the Department of Defense; trends in the Revolution in Military Logistics and Logistics Automation; readiness policies; new equipment training, Security Assistance, Force Protection, AMC manning policies, and more. 

Military officers, senior NCOs, and civilian personnel GS-11s through GS-15s, should attend this training.  Grade waivers may be granted. 

Courses are taught at the AFMS at Fort Belvoir, Va. from 8:00 a.m. to 4:00 p.m. and will be offered two more times this year: June 25-29 and Sept. 10-14.
