SUBJECT:  Request for Approval to Use Voluntary Separation Incentive Pay (VSIP)








1.  We request your assistance in obtaining authority to use Voluntary Separation Incentive Pay (VSIP) as an incentive for voluntary separations at Anywhere Arsenal (AWA), Anywhere, Alaska. Documentation is enclosed.





2.  The proposed reshape action is based on a reduction in mission workload.  Our intention is to minimize negative personnel impacts by using the VSIP authority as approved.
