SUBJECT:  Upgrade to the Materiel Release Tracking System (MRTS)

1.  The purpose of this memorandum is to announce the release of the upgraded Materiel Release Tracking System (MRTS).  The new system became operational on 5 September 2002.  The MRTS is a web-based tool designed to track and maintain oversight of materiel released systems.  It tracks the status of all materiel release activity, i.e., full, conditional, training, interim, and urgent releases.  It contains legacy systems, full and training releases for the last 5 years; major or significant systems beyond the last 5 years, at the discretion of the MR Coordinator; all open conditional, interim, and urgent releases regardless of date; and all forecasted releases.  It has a search and report generating capability.  The web address is http://aeps.ria.army.mil.

2.  The MRTS upgrade has more capability and allows the user more ease to input, edit, and retrieve data.  There are tabs with drop-downs across the top that guide the user to specific work areas, i.e., Materiel Release (MR) Coordinator and program/project/product manager (PM) areas.  While the MR Coordinator at each Command is responsible for the data in MRTS and as such remains the only person who can input changes into the live database, an enhancement provides the PM with the same capabilities as the MR Coordinator, the ability to create a release (forecast) and edit system data.  The only difference being that the data entered by the PM will go into a holding area for review before uploading into the live database by the MR Coordinator.  This will enable us to maintain accuracy and integrity of the data.

3.  Another enhancement is that e-mail flags generated from MRTS will go directly to the Program Executive Officer (PEO)/PM offices.  E-mail flags will alert the PM when a system get-well condition date is nearing or has passed; a forecasted release is nearing or has passed; all system conditions are closed and it is time to convert to full materiel release; and it is 60 days prior to the end of a year that an interim or urgent release was approved.  In addition, an e-mail flag is transmitted to the PEO on the first day of the last month of each fiscal year quarter requesting forecasting information.

4.  Also, please keep in mind that MRTS has been completely reprogrammed, therefore, we expect some transition problems.  While it has been through a testing phase, until it is actually in use, we may not have identified all of the glitches, e.g., erroneous e-mail flags may be generated.  Please notify the point of contact (POC) below of any problems encountered so that they can be quickly rectified.  
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5.  The Army Electronic Product Support (AEPS) Program Office, TACOM-Rock Island, programmed the database and maintains it for the Army.  In order to access MRTS, you must have an AEPS user ID and password.  Contact the MR Coordinator at your command or the POC below for information on obtaining access to MRTS.

6.  We ask you to use this tool and provide feedback on its usability and viability.  If you have recommendations for enhancements or have questions on the database, please let us know.
