Declared Pregnancies

Please help the Army and Army Materiel Command comply with Nuclear Regulatory Commission (NRC) regulations for Declared Pregnant Workers.  To help in doing this, we have prepared the following information sheet.

1.  A declared pregnant woman is one who has voluntarily informed the licensee, in writing, of her pregnancy and the estimated date of conception.  The declaration remains in effect until the declared pregnant woman withdraws the declaration in writing or is no longer pregnant.

2.  Title 10 of the Code of Federal Regulations (CFR) Part 20.1208 states that the licensee shall ensure that the dose equivalent to the embryo/fetus of a declared pregnant woman not exceed 0.5 rem (5 mSv) during the entire pregnancy.  In addition, the regulation states that the licensee shall make efforts to avoid substantial variation above a uniform monthly exposure rate as to satisfy the 0.5 rem (5 mSv) limit.   Reporting requirements for doses in excess of this limit are specified in 10 CFR 20.2203.

3.  Unit/installation radiation safety personnel shall  notify the NRC licensee of declared pregnancies.  You must inform the NRC licensee of all declared pregnancies to meet the requirements of 10 CFR 20.1208.   In addition, the Army Dosimetry Laboratory must  have the estimated date of conception when a fetal badge is originally issued to allow tracking of the cumulative dose throughout the gestation period.
